FAQ



What is AAF?

· The American Advertising Federation of Cedar Rapids-Iowa City is a non-profit organization dedicated to professional development and the recognition of excellence in marketing, advertising and other communications-related fields. We have more than 200 members in Cedar Rapids, Iowa City and the surrounding communities. 

What is the AAF Mentorship Program?

· The AAF Mentorship Program is designed to give college students a unique opportunity to develop their skills and prepare for their future through the help of a mentor’s experience and wisdom. It’s intended to build a partnership that enhances the personal development of both mentor and mentee – sharing ideas, support and successes.

Do I need to be an AAF member?

· Mentees (students) – Yes, you need to be an AAF student member ($35 per calendar-year).

· Mentors – No, you do not need to be an AAF member, but it’s encouraged.

Who can participate?

· Mentees must be student AAF members from a local Cedar Rapids college majoring in advertising, marketing, graphic design, communications or a related field.

· Mentors should have a career in advertising, marketing, communications or a business-related field within the Cedar Rapids area.

What skills and industry experience is necessary to become a mentor?

· You can become a mentor if you have experiences and wisdom to offer, and you’d like to work with students.

What’s the time commitment?

· This program has a flexible six-month commitment as schedules permit. Mentors and mentees can contact each month via email, phone or meet in person at an AAF luncheon. The program begins in November and runs through April.

What costs are associated with this program?

· Mentees must become a member of AAF ($30 per calendar-year).

· As a welcome to the program, mentors are asked to sponsor their mentee’s participation at an AAF luncheon. (This is tax-deductible and mentors’ companies have been supportive of this effort in the past). The student fee for the regular luncheon programs is $18.50.

What other responsibilities do I have in this program?

· Besides the minimal time commitment, there’s just a program evaluation at the end of your mentor partnership that we ask you to fill out so we can continue to enhance the program.
